FEEDING ON GOD’S PROMISES 

“To the weak I became weak, in order to win the 
weak. I have become all things to all people, so 
that I may by every possible means save some” 

1 Cor. 9:22 (CSB) 

Galatians 1:1-12 – One True Gospel 

We begin a new preaching series today in the New Testament letter of 
Galatians. This letter is one of the Bible’s earliest NT letters after the   
resurrection of Jesus and gives us insight into the growth of the early 
church through out the Mediterranean, and the challenges facing the 
church as the gospel message spread. In essence the danger for the   
early church was that Jesus' message of the forgiveness of sins was    
being changed to fit the culture of the people, and of the day. This is 
the same challenge we continue to face today. But the good news of      
Jesus cuts across all cultures, and all times, as it addresses something 
inherent in all human beings, our fallen nature. There is one true      
gospel, and many fake gospels. The book of Galatians helps us to go 
back to the early church's original message, and shows us that the one 
true gospel brings true freedom.
