MINISTRY MORSEL

In three instalments Cassie Watson helps us to think through
what it means to look to Jesus in hard times.

When hard times come, where do you turn for help and comfort?
Our self-esteem culture tells us to look inside ourselves to find the
strength to carry us through. Or you might seek comfort in vices
like overeating, porn, or excessive video games or television.
Anything to escape the pain for a little while.

As Christians, we’re often told look to Jesus in hard times. But
what does this mean? Will it be enough to keep you afloat in the
choppy waters of affliction? It will—if you know how to look.

Look Back

Our faith and hope are rooted in a historic event: the death and
resurrection of Jesus Christ. What impact does this have on our
lives two thousand years later?

Firstly, it reveals God’s character. In the cross we see a
perfect display of his love, mercy and sovereignty. We deserve
eternal separation from God because of our sins, but he sent Jesus
to reconcile us to him. We've already been saved from the worst
pain imaginable. As God’s character is unchanging (James 1:17),
we are comforted by knowing that same God is with us in all our
trials today. In the cross we see a perfect display of his love, mercy
and sovereignty. We've already been saved from the worst pain
imaginable. Jesus is also an example to us in suffering.

The writer of Hebrews uses the cross as a reference point. As we
run the race of faith, we should remember how Jesus endured
suffering for the sake of what lay ahead
(Hebrews 12:2—3). He knew his death and resurrection would
achieve salvation for all who believe in his name. When we follow
in the footsteps of our suffering Saviour, we can trust we
will also share in his glory. (continued)

Radios delivered to help in Laos emergency
- Hundreds of people have been announced
as missing and an unknown number dead
after a dam under construction collapsed in
south-east Laos. The collapse at the
hydroelectric dam in Attapeu province in
August sent flash floods through six
villages. More than 6,600 people were made
homeless. Pictures show villagers stranded
on the roofs of submerged houses and
boats carrying people to safety. FEBC
Australia moved quickly to deliver radios to the
affected areas to help with emergency
response. Please pray for those in Laos who
have lost homes and relatives. Pray also for the
FEBC team who undertook delivery of the
radios: landslides made access incredibly
difficult and continued rain made access
hazardous.
